The preparation of financial statements in conformity with MFRSs
requires the use of certain critical accounting estimates and assumptions
that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosures
of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements,
and the reported amounts of the income and expenditure during
the reported year. It also requires General Council to exercise their
judgement in the process of applying the Association’s accounting
policies. Although these estimates and judgement are based on the
General Council’ best knowledge of current events and actions, actual
results may differ.

The areas involving a higher degree of judgement or complexity, or areas
where assumptions and estimates are significant to the Association’s

financial statements are disclosed in Note 4 to the financial statements.
SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The resources of Association are classified for financial reporting
purposes into funds established according to their nature and purposes.
Separate financial statements are maintained for each fund. However,
on the statement of financial position, statement of profit or loss and
other comprehensive income, and statement of receipts and payments,
the respective funds have been combined into two groups, namely,
Building Fund and Operating Funds.

Building Fund represents resources restricted for the construction of
the Thean Hou Temple and its extensions.

Operating Funds represent the portion of expendable funds that are
available to support the activities of the Association.

The following accounting policies have been used consistently in dealing
with items which are considered material in relation to the financial
statements.

3.1 Property, Plant and Equipment and Depreciation

All property, plant and equipment were initially stated at cost less
accumulated depreciation and impairment losses, if any. The policy
for the recognition and measurement of impairment losses is in
accordance with Note 3.8(b) to the financial statements. Cost includes
expenditure that is directly attributable to the acquisition of the asset.
When significant parts of an item of property, plant and equipment
have different useful lives, they are accounted for as separate items of

property, plant and equipment.

The cost of replacing part of an item of property, plant and equipment
is included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate
asset, as appropriate, only when it is probable that the future economic
benefits associated with the part will flow to the Association and its cost
can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of the replaced part is
derecognised. All other repairs and maintenance are charged to the

profit or loss as incurred.

Freehold land is not depreciated as it has indefinite useful life. Work-
in-progress is not depreciated as this asset is not yet available for use.
All other property, plant and equipment are depreciated on a straight
line basis to write off the cost of each asset to its residual value over the
estimated useful lives of the assets concerned. The principal annual rates

used for this purpose are as follows:

Renovation 20%
Motor vehicles 20%
Furniture, fittings and equipment 10% - 25%
Buddha statues 10%

Musical, lion dance and other instruments 10%

The residual values, useful life and depreciation method are reviewed,
and adjusted if appropriate, at each reporting date. The effects of any
revisions of the residual values, useful lives and depreciation method
are included in profit or loss for the financial year in which the changes

arise.

Fully depreciated assets are retained in the accounts until the assets are

no longer in use.

An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon
disposal or when no future economic benefits are expected from its use
or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of the asset is

included in the profit or loss in the period the asset is derecognised.

3.2 Investment Properties

Investment properties which are held either to earn rental income or for
capital appreciation or for both and are not substantially occupied by
the Association. Such properties are measured initially at cost, including
transaction costs. Subsequent to the initial recognition, investment
properties are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and
accumulated impairment losses, if any. The policy for the recognition
and measurement of impairment losses is in accordance with Note

3.8(b) to the financial statements.
Depreciation of investment properties are provided on the straight
line basis to write off the cost of investment properties to their residual

value over their estimated useful lives of the investment properties. The

estimated useful lives of the investment properties are as follows:

Investment properties are derecognised when either they have been
disposed off or when the investment properties are permanently
withdrawn from use and no future economic benefit is expected from
their disposals. Any gains and losses on the retirement or disposal of
investment properties are recognised in the profit or loss in the year in

which they arise.

3.3 Revenue recognition

The Association recognises revenue that depict the transfer of
promised goods or services to customers in an amount that
reflects the consideration to which the Association expects to be
entitled in exchange for those goods or services.

Revenue recognition of the Association is applied for each
contract with a customer or a combination of contracts with the
same customer (or related parties of the customer).

The Association measures revenue from sale of good or service
at its transaction price, being the amount of consideration to
which the Association expects to be entitled in exchange for
transferring promised good or service to a customer, excluding
amounts collected on behalf of third parties such as goods and
service tax, adjusted for the effects of any variable consideration,
constraining estimates of variable consideration, significant
financing components, non-cash consideration and consideration
payable to customer. If the transaction price includes variable
consideration, the Association uses the expected value method by
estimating the sum of probability-weighted amounts in a range
or possible consideration amounts, or the most likely outcome
method, depending on which method the Association expect to
better predict the amount of consideration to which it is entitled.

For contract with separate performance obligations, the transaction
price is allocated to the separate performance obligations on the
relative stand-alone selling price basis. If the stand-alone selling
price is not directly observable, the Association estimates it by
using the costs plus margin approach.

3.3 Revenue recognition (Continued)

Revenue from contracts with customers is recognised by reference
to each distinct performance obligation in the contract with
customer, i.e. when or as a performance obligation in the contract
with customer is satisfied. A performance obligation is satisfied
when or as the customer obtains control of the good or service
underlying the particular performance obligation, which the
performance obligation may be satisfied at a point in time or over
time.

(a) Rental and interest income

Rental and interest income are recognised on accrual basis.

(b) Dividend income

Dividend income is recognised when the right to receive
payment is established.

(c) Donation, members’ subscriptions and other income

Donation, members’ subscriptions and other income are
recognised on receipt basis.

3.4 Donated services and other non-monetary donations

No amounts are reflected in the financial statements for donated
services and other non-monetary donations for which no objective
basis is available to measure their fair values.

3.5 Inventories

Inventories are stated at lower of cost or net realisable value. Cost
is determined on the specific identification basis.

3.6 Income taxes

Income tax expense comprises current and deferred tax. Current
and deferred tax are recognised in profit or loss except to the
extent that it relates to a business combination or items recognised

directly in equity or other comprehensive income.

(a) Current tax

Current tax is the expected taxes payable or receivable on the
taxable income or loss for the financial year, using the tax rates
that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the end of
the reporting period, and any adjustment to tax payable in
respect of previous financial years.

(b) Deferred tax

Deferred tax is recognised using the liability method on
temporary differences at the reporting date between the tax
bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts in
the statement of financial position. Deferred tax liabilities are
generally recognised for all taxable temporary differences.
Deferred tax assets are generally recognised for all deductible
temporary differences, unused tax losses and unused tax
credits, to the extent that it is probable that future taxable
profit will be available against which the deductible temporary
differences, unused tax losses and unused tax credits can be
utilised.

Deferred tax is not recognised if the temporary difference
arises from the initial recognition of assets and liabilities in a
transaction that is not a business combination and that affects

neither the taxable profit nor the accounting profit.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at
each reporting date and reduced to the extent that it is no
longer probable that sufficient taxable profit will be available
to allow the benefit of part or all of that deferred tax asset to
be utilised. Unrecognised deferred tax assets are reassessed
at each reporting date and are recognised to the extent that it
has become probable that future taxable profit will allow the
deferred tax assets to be utilised.

When determining whether the credit risk of a financial
asset has increased significantly since initial recognition
and when estimating expected credit loss, the Association
considers reasonable and supportable information that is
relevant and available without undue cost or effort. This
includes both quantitative and qualitative information and
analysis, base((i1 on the Association’s historical experience
and informed credit assessment and including forward-

looking information.

The Association assumes that the credit risk on a financial
asset has increased significantly if it is more than its credit
terms.

The Association considers a financial asset to be in default
when:

« the borrower is unable to pay its credit obligations to

the Association in full, without taking into account any
credit enhancement held by the Association; or

o the contractual payment of financial asset is more than
90 days past due unless the Association has reasonable
and supportable information to demonstrate that a more
lagging default criterion is more appropriate.

Lifetime expected credit losses are the expected credit
losses that result from all possible default events over the
expected life of a financial instrument.

12-month expected credit losses are the portion of
lifetime expected credit losses that represent the expected
credit losses that result from default events on a financial
instrument that are possible within the 12 months after the
reporting date.

The maximum period considered when estimating
expected credit losses is the maximum contractual period
over which the Association is exposed to credit risk.

Expected credit losses are a probability-weighted estimate
of credit losses (i.e. the present value of all cash shortfalls)
over the expected life of the financial instrument. A cash
shortfall is the difference between the cash flows that are
due to an entity in accordance with the contract and the
cash flows that the entity expects to receive.

Expected credit losses are discounted at the effective
interest rate of the financial assets.

At each reporting date, the Association assesses whether
financial assets carried at amortised cost are credit-
impaired. A financial asset is credit-impaired when one
or more events that have a detrimental impact on the
estimated future cash flows of that financial asset have
occurred. Evidence that a financial asset is credit-impaired
include observable data about the following events:

o significant financial difficulty of the issuer or the
borrower;

o abreach of contract, such as a default of past due event;

o thelender(s) of theborrower, for economic or contractual
reasons relating to the borrower’s financial difficulty,
having granted to the borrower a concession(s) that the
lender(s) would not otherwise consider; or

o it is becoming probable that the borrower will enter
bankruptcy or other financial reorganisation.

The gross carrying amount of a financial asset is written
off (either partially or in full) to the extent that there is
no realistic prospect of recovery. This is generally the case
when the Association determines that the debtor does
not have assets or source of income that could generate
sufficient cash flows to repay the amounts subject to the
write-off. However, financial assets that are written off
could still be subject to enforcement activities in order to
comply with the Association’s procedure for recovery of
amounts due.

(b) Impairment of non-financial assets

The carrying amount of non-financial assets (except for
inventories) are reviewed at the end of each reporting
period to determine whether there is any indication of
impairment. If any such indication exists, the Association
makes an estimate of the asset’s recoverable amount.

For the purpose of impairment testing, assets are grouped
together into the smallest group of assets that generates cash
inflows from continuing use that are largely independent of
the cash inflows of non-financial assets or cash-generating
units (“CGUs”).

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The recoverable amount of an asset or a CGU is the higher
of its fair value less costs of disposal and its value-in-use. In
assessing value-in-use, the estimated future cash flows are
discounted to their present value using a pre-tax discount
rate that reflects current market assessments of the time
value of money and the risks specific to the asset or CGU.
In determining the fair value less costs of disposal, recent
market transactions are taken into account. If no such
transactions can be identified, an appropriate valuation
model is used.

Where the carrying amount of an asset exceed its
recoverable amount, the carrying amount of asset is
reduced to its recoverable amount.

An impairment loss is reversed only if there has
been a change in the estimates used to determine the assets
recoverable amount since the last impairment loss was
recognised. Reversal of impairment loss is restricted by the
asset’s carrying amount that would have been determined
had no impairment loss been recognised for the asset in
prior years. Such reversal is recognised in profit or loss.

3.9 ERFIE 3.9 Employee Benefits
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(i) Short term employee benefits

Wages, salaries, social security contribution, bonuses and
non-monetary benefits are accrued in the period in which
the associated services are rendered by the employees. Short
term accumulating compensated absences such as paid
annual leave are recognised when services are rendered
by employees that increase their entitlement to future
compensated absences. Short term non-accumulating
compensated absences sick leave, maternity and paternity
leave are recognised when absences occur.

(ii) Post-employment benefits

The Association contributes to the Employees’” Provident
Fund, the national defined contribution plan. The
contributions are charged to the profit or loss in the period
to which they are related. Once the contributions have been
paid, the Association has no further payment obligations.

3.10 Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents for the purpose of statement of

receipts and payments comprise cash in hand, demand
deposits and balances with banks that are readily convertible
to known amounts of cash which are subject to an insignificant
risk of changes in value.

3.11 Fair Value Measurement

The fair value of an asset or a liability, except for lease
transactions, is determined as the price that would be received
to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly
transaction between market participants at the measurement
date. The measurement assumes that the transaction to sell
the asset or transfer the liability takes place either in the
principal market or in the absence of a principal market, in
the most advantageous market.

4. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING ESTIMATES AND
JUDGEMENTS

Significant areas of estimation uncertainty and critical judgements
in applying accounting policies that have significant effect in
determining the amounts recognised in the financial statements
include the following:

(i) Impairment of financial assets

The impairment provisions for receivables are based on
assumptions about risk of default and expected loss rate. The
Association uses judgement in making these assumptions
and selecting inputs to the expected credit losses (“ECL’)
calculation, based on the Association’s past history, existing
market conditions as well as forward-looking estimates at the
end of each reporting period.

The assessment of the correlation between historical observed
default rates, forward-looking estimates and ECL is a
significant estimate. The amount of ECL is sensitive to changes
in circumstances and of forecast economic conditions over the
expected lives of the receivables. The Association’s assessment
of the indicators, historical credit loss experience and forecast
of economic conditions may also not be representative of
customer’s actual default in the future.

(b) Financial risk management

The Association’s activities are exposed to a variety of financial
risks, including credit risk, interest rate risk and liquidity risk.
The Association has formulated a financial risk management
framework whose principal objective is to minimise the
Association’s exposure to risks and/or costs associated with the
financing, investing and operating activities of the Association.

(i) Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk of financial loss that may arise on
outstanding financial instruments should a counterparty
default on its obligations. The Association is exposed to
credit risk arises primarily from other receivables. The
management has a credit policy in place to monitor and

minimise the exposure of default.

The Association does not hold any collateral as security
and other credit enhancements for the carrying amount
of receivables. In determining the recoverability of the
other receivables, the Association considers any change
in the credit quality of the other receivables from the date

the credit was initially granted up to the reporting date.

The Association applies the simplified approach to
providing for expected credit losses prescribed by MFRS
9, which permits the use of the lifetime expected loss
provision for all receivables. To measure the expected
credit losses, receivables have been grouped based on
shared credit risk characteristics and the days past due.

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Answer:

Expansion of Secretariat’s divisions such as Academic Publication, IT, Design
was required to meet the needs of the current information technology era and
reduce the needs of outsourcing. The total number of staff increased from 55 to
60 within a year (2017 - 2018).

5. Study loan receivables

5(a) Under MFRS 101, paragraph 66, classification of current and non-current
of assets should be based on timing of expectation of realising the assets,
i.e expectation of timing to receive cash, instead of the timing according
to the contractual agreement. Repayment during the financial year has
not come up to the expectation/estimation as shown in the previous year
“current” portion of study loan receivables. Please revise the classification
of current and non-current following the expectation.

Answer:

The study loan receivables are classified based on the original term (in
which the General Council expects that all students shall comply with the
contractual terms) when they are due to be settled within twelve months
after the reporting period and for a period longer than twelve months.

In addition, there is no arrangement for scheduling payment of study
loan receivables. Hence, the General Council classifies the study loan
receivables based on their original term.

The Association finds that classification based on the expected timing of
receiving cash is improper as it would be tedious and not cost effective as
the historical pattern of repayment of each borrower needs to be assessed
individually and this pattern may change overtime.

Moreover, the General Council would like to reiterate that all payments due
must be repaid based on the contractual term. Classifying the loan based
on expected realizable period is not aligned with the General Council’s
objective and it may further hinder the borrowers from honouring their
repayment obligation.

5(b) The ageing analysis on the past due study loan receivables shows the
categories of “1-30 days”, “31-60 days”, “61-90 days”, “91 to 120 days”.
There is no category exceeding 120 days. There is no ageing analysis
more than 120 days. Therefore, please improvise the ageing analysis
according to the existing situation.
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The General Council take note of the recommendation pertaining to the
ageing analysis and will consider the implementation in the future where

necessary.

Initially, there was a stop work order issued by DBKL prohibiting the
General Council from continuing the development works on the Mazu Park
project. However, the KL High Court had ruled in favour of the General
Council’s application in March 2018. Currently, pending next hearing for
further outcome.

No impairment loss has been made for “work-in-progress” as the General
Council believes that due to the initial favourable ruling, the General Council
would be able to continue with the Mazu Park project as planned.
